Doors equipped with Integra CT30 AFC locks provide 
access control capability to deny free entry while allowing 
free exit from the room. When a security threat is 
announced, whether in response to an on-site peril or to 
a larger community hazard, teachers manually lock the 
door with a turn of the AFC thumb turn. Students and staff 
simply turn the door handle to exit the room.

LOCK DOORS WITH JUST A TOUCH
Teachers or class leaders use one motion – a twist of the 
thumb turn – for immediate Locked status. No precious 
time is wasted in fumbling for mechanical keys or setting 
codes. The locks can be programmed so that, when 
locked with the deadbolt, only specific, pre-determined 
credentials are accepted for entry from outside the room, 
helping to prevent intruders from entering. All CT30 locks 
meet BHMA Grade 1 product standards, the highest grade 
of lock performance.

The CT30 lock stores up to 3000 users 
and up to 1,184 of the last events 
(depending on configuration), including 
rejections, in the audit trail in non-volatile 
memory.
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CT30 AFC Lock
The AFC thumb turn engages the 
deadbolt and locks a door from 
inside the room and permits free 
egress via the door handle. Locks 
may be set to allow only specific 
credentials to open the door from 
outside the room.
